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INSURANCE

Foreign students must have a health and accident insurance coverage that complies with Swiss
regulations. If a foreign health and accident insurance does not offer the minimum coverage required by
Swiss law, the exchange student will have to contract a Swiss health and accident insurance for
international students. European students can benefit from the minimum coverage required by Swiss
law if they have a European Health Insurance Card.

IMMIGRATION

VISA

Non-European students must apply for a type D visa, intended for stays of more than 90 days, at the
Swiss diplomatic representation in their home country at least 3 months before their arrival in
Switzerland. Students from European Union countries are not required to complete these formalities.

RESIDENCE PERMIT

Upon arrival in Switzerland, the student must apply for a residence permit at the Population Office of
their town of residence. Important: this procedure is mandatory for any stay exceeding 3 months.
